Pharmacy

Pulmonary Rehab

consists of a pulmonologist, registered respiratory therapist, an
exercise physiologist, a registered nurse and dietician. Together,
we develop and implement individualized care plans that strive to
meet the goals of you and your doctor.

Sport Medicine and Rehabilitation

The rehabilitation department provides comprehensive physical
therapy services. In addition to registered Physical Therapists
and assistants, the department also has a sports medicine
program under the direction of a Certified Athletic Trainer. This
department services both in-patients and outpatients.

Surgery/ Anesthesia

If you require surgery at Carolina Pines Regional Medical Center,
it will be performed in one of our modern surgical suites. Using
highly advanced equipment, your procedure will be performed
with the assistance of an Anesthesiologist and Certified
Registered Nurse Anesthetist.

While we hope that your hospitalization is as comfortable and

go home will be the best part of your stay. It is our intention to
provide the kind of care that will make your discharge and return
home as smooth and quick as possible.

Discharge Procedures

Your physician will discuss your release with you and write a
discharge order on your chart. Your nurse will work with your
physician and the Discharge Department to make all the necessary
arrangements for your discharge.

We ask that you make arrangements to leave your room shortly
after your discharge. Before leaving the room, please check your
room, bathroom, closet, and nightstand to make sure no personal
items are left behind.
